Frozen Order Information 
Pierogi - Each package contains 12 pierogi. 
 

Uszka (Little Ears) - Small pierogi, often used in soups, but delicious when served alone. 
 

Kopytka (Finger Dumplings) - Small dumplings with no filling, used in soups or as a side dish. 
 

Frozen Pierogi Pickup - Normal pickup for frozen orders is at the festival.  If you are unable to 

pick them up that day, they can also be picked up on Friday, April 9 at the Polish Center.  If you do plan 

to pick them up on Friday, please indicate that by checking the Friday pickup box on the order form so we 

can have them ready for you.  Unfortunately, we do not have facilities to store pierogi for a later pickup, 

so you must either pick them up that weekend or arrange for someone else to do so. 
 

Late Orders - We realize that occasionally people do not find out about the festival until after the 

ordering deadline.  We will try our utmost to accommodate those situations, but please be aware that after 

the deadline, some of the varieties may no longer be available.
